Underage Drinking Reporting Line
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All too often, teens obtain alcohol at parties or from their parent’s home.  Therefore many states have instituted laws to prohibit the furnishing of alcohol to minors as well as imposing fines on homeowners who host teen drinking parties. 

It is illegal in all 50 states for youth under 21 to buy or publically possess alcohol.  

In communities where proven law enforcement techniques to stop underage alcohol purchases have been used, many of the problems linked to underage drinking have been reduced.  

These laws are typically enforced through vendor education programs, police patrolling of establishments where liquor is sold and compliance checks or sting operations.  

Along with these strategies, local law enforcement agencies in our community have decided to implement an Underage Drinking Reporting Line.  This phone line is available 24-7 and is strictly anonymous.  Phone calls will ring into the Fremont Police Department and will be taken via an answering machine.  This machine will be checked throughout the day- and reports will be forwarded to the proper jurisdiction for follow-up.

This reporting line will be open to all community members including your neighbors, friends, family members as well as teachers and other students.

Often these incidents increase this time of year due to prom and graduation seasons, so your decisions you make are very important this time of year.
